On this day! This year, | have been particularly taken
by the reminder that the only way we can truly
experience God at work is now, in this particular
time.

We played games, sang songs,
learned Bible lessons and did crafts with between
four and eight families each week.

Monthly Zoom events included Kids” Church.
Wednesday Evening Studies continued, and we are
grateful for all who attended and stepped up to lead.
Lent and Advent devotionals were lovingly packaged

The ybut grourp- met regularly — indoors and out!
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and prepared by volunteers. Also at Lent and Advent
were the Visio Divina studies, which focused on
looking at a piece of scripture and the art that was
inspired by it. We met virtually in the early morning,
and it was a treasure to hear how God was speaking
through the artwork in people’s hearts.

In August, we resumed in-person worship. Typically
there were between one and five families each
Sunday. Also in August we held our annual Vacation
Bible School (VBS) virtually, during which 23 children
attended, 17 of whom were new to the church.

We had a dedicated VBS committee, and more than
30 families contributed content videos —amazing!

The youth group gathered virtually until August, and
then we gathered outdoors in person to play games,
eat pizza and spend time in God’s word; to carve
pumpkins and watch a movie on a blow-up screen;
and to enjoy a sleigh ride.

In the fall we ran Forest Church activities: apple
picking in September and meeting in city parks in
October and November. The apple picking was an
amazing intergenerational event. Also in October, the
Grade 4 children received a Bible from the church.

The church’s annual White Gift event was a success.
A big thank-you to Jeanie Hicks for continuing these
efforts for Queen Mary Street Public School.

My thanks to our dedicated and supportive Christian
Education Committee, especially Church School
Superintendent Koko Bate Agborsangaya,
Co-Conveners Laura McGregor and Althea Williams-
Goodman, and Aisling Boomgaardt, who continues
to help run youth activities. | am grateful for my
daily conversations with Rev. Dr. Karen Dimock,

who showed me how God was at work in my life.
Heather Pilkey is a constant support for the direction
of Christian Education.

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NEW COMMITTEE: ANTI-DISCRIMINATION AND INCLUSION

Following the widespread recognition of

anti-Black racism in Canada and beyond in 2020,

St. Andreans sought to understand their own role
in racism. In October 2020, the Christian Education
Committee facilitated a discussion with 20 Black

St. Andreans and several church leaders. The goal
of the discussion was to better understand the lived
experiences of Black Canadians.

Building on that first discussion, and a subsequent
conversation in February 2021, the Kirk Session
struck this Anti-Discrimination and Inclusion
Committee (ADIC).

ADIC, consisting of elders and representatives from
committees and the congregation at large, will
advise the Kirk Session to ensure none are excluded
and all people feel welcome to partake in worship.

Guiding principles were created to assist ADIC in
providing a sensory and guiding role within the
body of Christ at St. Andrew’s. The committee will:

e Look at ways to ensure no one is excluded in our
communion and in our outward service;

e Encourage diverse voices and listening within
and outside the church on matters that concern
anti-discrimination and inclusion; and

e Teach, advocate, propose and equip with

the objective of ensuring all are welcome to be
nourished at the table of Christ at St. Andrew’s.

The first meeting of ADIC took place Nov. 30.
Committee members are Pat Beckett, Rev. Dr. Karen

MANDATE

The Christian Communications (CC) Committee provides leadership in the design of communications
strategies and practices to the congregation and to the community, and assists in their implementation.
Specifically this includes oversight of the website, worship broadcasting, congregational publications,
advertising, interior and exterior church displays and messaging, and welcoming.

WORK
Through the past few years CC, under the able

leadership of Rob Robertson, successfully fulfilled
its mandate of communicating the work and faith
of St. Andrew’s Church to both congregants and the
broader community. The untimely passing of Rob in
August 2021 left CC without a convener, a position
that was subsequently filled by Tim Patterson

The limited access to the sanctuary that has
prevailed since the beginning of the COVID-19
pandemic led the church to quickly develop the
capacity to deliver livestreamed and archived
services through the St. Andrew’s YouTube channel.
In 2021, principally through the efforts of Hugh
Dimock, Paul Mzandu and Ken Parlee, new high-
quality cameras, better microphones, a new video
switcher and improved video editing capacity were

Exterior banners, such as the above, are a success.
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introduced. This has resulted in a professional-
quality multi-angle production that benefits the
congregation and reaches a much broader audience
in the general community. This service is planned
to continue beyond the end of the pandemic as it
will also provide people who are unable to attend
worship with a richer experience.

The successful exterior banner program continues,
although several older banners with outdated
information have been decommissioned. During
2021 Rob Robertson collaborated with Web and
Graphics Coordinator Kaitlin Nevin and Rev. Dr. Karen
Dimmock to design 11 banners that celebrate and
commemorate a variety of themes. The importance
of the banner program as a way to provide both
religious and community messaging has now become
all the more important as CC has determined that
due to bylaw restrictions in place from both the
National Capital Commission (NCC) and City of
Ottawa, it will be impossible for the church to install
a planned illuminated sign. CC is appreciative to the
efforts of both Riley Brockington and Nancy Johnson
for exploring the matter in depth with city and

NCC representatives.

CHRISTIAN EDUCATION

MANDATE

The Christian Education (CE) Committee provides leadership in the education and development of Christian
studies at St. Andrew’s. CE meets regularly to develop, organize and promote church activities through which
our congregants might grow in faith and their understanding of Christian discipleship. We ensure learning
activities and supports are provided for all age groups at the church to promote ongoing curiosity about belief,
openness to learning from each other, and inspiration to continue to learn more about all aspects of our faith.

WORK

Over the second year when COVID-related
uncertainty was an ongoing part of church life,

CE continued to develop, organize and promote
activities through which our congregants of all age
groups might grow in faith and their understanding
of Christian discipleship. We became comfortable
with technology — Zoom and YouTube — as the means
to fellowship, while also taking advantage of rare
opportunities to gather safely in person.

The Wednesday Evening Studies were well attended
with an average of 16 participants actively engaged
at each Zoom session. The Film Group and Book
Club continued with discussions on films such as The
African Queen and books such as Small Great Things.

We held virtual Church School, including bilingual
sessions, with up to nine households attending.
Vacation Bible School was held virtually. Kids” Church
continued, and then Forest Church was introduced in
the fall, with outdoor activities for all ages. The youth
were active with outdoor activities and contributed
to the welcome of the refugee family.

Recognizing the need for the church to deliberately
take actions to address the issues of discrimination
in all its forms in society, CE invited St. Andreans

to participate in a discussion on anti-Black racism
in February and led the development of the Anti-
Discrimination and Inclusion Committee.

For Lent, CE mailed devotionals to all households.
The Women’s Retreat in April was a great success
with 35 participants, who enjoyed devotionals and a
lively discussion with guest speaker Jennifer Henry.
Thankfully, we were able to enjoy a day at Gracefield
in September, where more than 30 St. Andreans
gathered safely and enjoyed prayer, games and faith

formation out in nature. CE supported a limited Rally
Sunday celebration in the sanctuary and virtually.

In the spirit of Christian giving, CE sponsored the
Centretown Churches Social Action Committee’s
walkathon for the Centretown Emergency Food
Centre, during which St. Andreans raised $5,224;
continued White Gift Sunday to support Queen Mary
Street Public School and sent gift cards for the staff
of the school; and gave a Christmas donation of $250
to the Kenora Centre.

CE is a diverse group of people representing different
demographics of the church. We seek new voices
and strive to strengthen the faith formation and
growth of this church community. We step outside
our zone of comfort in order to grow in faith as
individuals and to help our church community

to reach out internally and externally in order to
maximise our potential as children of God.

WORK

Not having special program activities due to the
closure of our premises for most of 2021, the
committee supported activities and initiatives
through funding and has:

¢ Given $4,000 to the Refugee Sponsorship Fund;

e Committed $750 to Pastoral Care in support of
the Flower Ministry, which the Women’s Guild has
traditionally funded in pre-pandemic times;

¢ Reaffirmed its $300 commitment to Christian
Education for the purchase of French-language
material for the church school;

e Accepted the donation of the painting Ottawa
Morning, a view of Wellington Street from the steps

Patrick O’Shaughnessy donated the Celtic Cross.
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of the Supreme Court, installed in the Pottinger
Room; and

¢ Paid $100 for the annual updating of the Book of
Thanksgiving, which lists all marriages, baptisms,
deaths and bequests since 2003.

In addition, we participated in the worship service
on All Saints Sunday, Oct. 31, which included the
dedication of the new Celtic Cross on our west
lawn. Patrick O’Shaughnessy of Laurin Monuments
donated the cross following the loss of our smaller
one. Our participation included the writing and
reading of a text about the Celtic Cross, as well as
the purchase of a commemorative 2021 $100 silver
coin for the 100th anniversary of the Poppy as a gift
for Patrick O’Shaughnessy.

Due to the closure of our premises, the committee
has been quiet in 2021, even with the potential to
do more, suitable to our talented and committed
members. It is always appropriate to thank our
members profusely.

MANDATE

WORK
Due to COVID-19 all meetings were held via Zoom

with the average attendance of six people.

Virtual walkathons played a big part in our
community fundraising. In February we had a
successful walkathon for the Ottawa Mission, during
which we raised close to $8,000. The Centretown
Churches Social Action Committee (CCSAC)
walkathon for the Centretown Emergency Food
Centre (CEFC) was successfully led by Gail Bowes.
This walk had been organized by Rob Robertson, who
passed away shortly before the walk. Rob had put

in a lot of effort volunteering and fund- and food-
raising for the CEFC, so our team was named the
Rob Robertson team to honour him. St. Andrew’s
was awarded for the second time the Kerry Kaiser
award for the spirit of the walk.

The Blue Christmas Service is an important outreach
—this quiet and moving service of light in the midst
of darkness offers a time of personal reflection and
acknowledgment of conflicting emotions during the
Christmas season. A livestreamed service was held
Dec. 21, with the leadership of our minister, musical
support from Pat Beckett and Matthew Larkin, and
many of the committee members.

WORSHIP AND MUSIC

MANDATE

The Worship and Music (WM) Committee supports the ministries of music and the Minister by
comprehensively addressing issues related to worship in word and music. The planning of all worship services,
both regular and special, and promoting musical activities, including those of the Junior Choir and the handbell
choirs, are important aspects of this mandate. Importantly, WM also serves as a sounding board for the
congregation to express views on the content of worship and welcomes input from those who attend worship.

WORK

As the year began the sanctuary was closed to public
worship and the worship leaders continued to pre-
record material for each Sunday worship service.
Thanks are due to Paul Mzandu and Hugh Dimock for
their mastery of the technical requirements and the
tremendous work they did assembling the elements
of the services. As of early August the Kirk Session
approved the return to in-person worship under
strict guidelines.

Thanks to the untiring efforts of Hugh Dimock, Ken
Parlee and others, the installation of the new audio/
visual system in the sanctuary was completed in
June. In addition to livestreaming Sunday worship,
we continued to record the service and post it

to YouTube. This new facility allows the church

to livesteam and record other events held in the
sanctuary. In October, Ken agreed to fill a new
position as the A/V technical lead to manage the
system with a small number of volunteers.

In mid-June Thomas Annand announced that after
29 years of service as the Director of Music he was
resigning to pursue other musical interests and
endeavours. The congregation had an opportunity to
thank Tom for his remarkable contribution to the life
and witness of the church across so many years, and
to wish him and his wife, Wanda, well for the future.

In July, Matthew Larkin agreed to supply the organ
and choir direction as the church’s Custodian for
Music. It was a great joy for many of us when the
choir under Matthew’s direction was able to rejoin
the congregation for worship in October. As an
accomplished organist and the founding director
of the Caelis Academy Ensemble, Matthew has
introduced new voices to our worship.

The St. Andrew’s Ringers were also able to rejoin
the Sunday worship services beginning in October
thanks to the audio /visual duo of Ken and Hugh.
They recorded the handbell choir during the week
and had the music ready to be livestreamed in the
appropriate services.

The committee was pleased to welcome guest vocal
soloist with Métis heritage, Dorian Jensen, during
a service of Healing and Reconciliation, and host a
joint service with the Marco Depestre Foundation of
Ottawa that featured a children’s choir from Haiti.

In December we held a communion service for
the first time since March 2020. Respecting COVID
protocols, elders did not distribute the elements.

Greg Schneider stepped down from the committee
and was thanked for his service. Lynn Boothroyd, the
director of the handbell choir, joined the committee.

My thanks are due to all the committee members,
whose diligence and faithfulness have allowed us to
rise to the challenges of these difficult times in our
history as a congregation and as a community.

Our mandate is to bring beautiful handbell music to
the congregation and to share it with others, while
having fun learning to ring these bells and chimes.

The hope for changes to the spread of COVID-19

in 2021 took a long time to materialize. During

the locked-down winter and spring, we continued
biweekly Zoom meetings lead by Gail Bowes;
toasted ‘one entire year without ringing’ mid-March;
attended Guild workshops online with Dom Moreau
as one of the presenters; voted at the Guild Annual
Meeting in May to have Bylaw #9 changed so we
could meet electronically; celebrated our end-of-year
party on Zoom with games and a BYOD&D (bring
your own drink & dessert); and voted Dom Moreau
Member-at-Large at the Guild Annual Meeting.

Handbell practices finally began Oct. 5. Every Ringer
followed the church’s safety protocols and stood in
the middle of their own two-metre table with mask
and gloves, BUT we were once again ringing!

During the lockdown, we lost two ringers to
retirement and two ringers moved, one ringer
returned and a new ringer joined us!

After a year and a half of silent bells, the bell choir
was amazing. They picked up where they had left
off. We had lots of space in the hall to spread out.
In the sanctuary it was one row of ringers on the
altar and three rows in the centre of the sanctuary.

With the help of the awesome audio/visual duo of
Ken Parlee and Hugh Dimock, and the help of James
DeVries for set-up, we were able to tape our pieces
for the services. It gave us the flexibility to tape the
music in advance and use in the appropriate service.
It also meant that we could ring Christmas carols for
the first time, and even had a guest flautist play with
one of our Christmas pieces. It also allowed us to
tape a piece for the Ontario Guild of English Handbell
Ringers’ first Virtual Handbell Christmas Concert that
aired Dec. 12 — we were first on the program and
Dom Moreau was one of the co-hosts.

Belson’s Handbell Choir, under the direction of
Rosaline Lees, had five ringers return. They practised
semi-regularly during the fall. They worked on
techniques and ringing fun Christmas pieces to get
back into the feeling of ringing.

REPORT OF THE GLEBE TRUSTEES

lan Jarvis, Chair

The Glebe Trustees are elected members from the
congregation who administer the endowment funds
St. Andrew’s is blessed to have. Referred to as the
Glebe Trust, the endowment is a collection of eight
funds, three of which comprise 95% of the assets.
The three principal funds are the General Fund, the
Bequest Fund and the Heritage Fund. The remaining
funds consist of smaller endowments, three of which
are reserved for special purposes as stipulated by
donors along with the Memorial Fund and the Kirk
Session Fund.

Income from the General and Bequest funds is
transferred to the church for operations as needed.
Income from the Heritage Fund is reserved for
current and future capital expenditures. The Trustees
provide stewardship of the endowment, however
actual use of the funds is at the discretion of the
congregation. For more fund information, refer to
the Glebe Trust financial statements.

2021 Portfolio Performance and Activities

The COVID-19 pandemic continued to impact
financial markets. In 2021, the investment return

of the Glebe funds on a combined basis and before
external expenses was 15.7% versus 3.1% in 2020.
Fund investments are selected with a combined
objective of providing current income as well as
capital growth as a protection against inflation. Over
the past five years the Glebe funds investment return
was 7.6% versus the S&P TSX composite return of
6.4% for the same period.

General and Bequest combined fund income earned
in 2021 was approximately $85,000 versus a similar
$85,000 in 2020. Prior year income included special
non-recurring dividends. Adjusted for these, Glebe
income has increased year over year primarily due
to increases in recurring dividends, which can be
reasonably expected to continue going forward.

In addition to this income, approximately $30,000
from Bequest fund capital was transferred to
St. Andrew’s to cover its operating deficit. Heritage

funds of $45,000 were transferred for building
improvements.

In 2021, St. Andrew’s was blessed with two estate
bequests, which have been added to the Bequest
Fund. An advance of $25,000 was received from
the estate of Molly Armstrong, and $22,942 was
advanced from the estate of Barbara Sawh.

Congregant gifts through their estate play a
significant and important role in the financial
aspects of delivering the ministries of St. Andrew’s.
Both the income they generate and the bequest
funds themselves have served St. Andrew’s well.
Over the past 10 years approximately $1.5 million
of combined bequest income and capital has been
withdrawn and deployed in church programs.
Maintaining the current level of Bequest Fund use
will depend on its replenishment through future
financial gifts to the church.

Remembering Rob Robertson

During the summer the Trustees were greatly
saddened by the passing of longtime trustee Rob
Robertson. We give thanks for Rob’s many years of
dedication and service to the Glebe Trust and for his
work in the numerous other missions he served.

We wish to thank Tammy Hollywood and Vicky
Johnstone, for their bookkeeping and accounting
services, and Vivian Leir for her administrative
assistance over the past year.

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REPORT OF THE MEN’S FELLOWSHIP

Richard Lauzon, Coordinator

Open to all men of St. Andrew’s, Men'’s Fellowship
provides an opportunity to get to know and support
each attendee better, as friends in Christ. The group
meets once a month on the last Monday, from
September to May inclusive (December excepted).
From each attendee, we collect a voluntary

S5 donation for outreach and charitable support.

In non-pandemic times, members often respond to
service requests for a variety of church functions,
such as assisting the Women’s Guild in their
fundraising efforts during the year, outdoor-greeter
duties for weekly church services and special events,
modest funding for special requests, and other
service needs of the congregation from time to time
(e.g., church BBQ and other events, Gracefield Camp,
refugee assistance).

During the pandemic and its related restrictions,

we have been hosting monthly meetings online
using Zoom technology since April 2020. We have
been able to incorporate some amazing speakers in
our Zoom encounters, as noted below. On several
occasions we have opened up the evening to the
women of the congregation, when the topics seemed
to have a broader interest. The Zoom sessions

have been reasonably well attended and enable
participants to connect with fellow congregants to
engage in casual conversations as well as offering an
opportunity to follow-up on individuals who may be
experiencing difficulties during this pandemic.

The Men’s Fellowship donated $200 to each of three
charities this year from the limited funds we collect:
Centretown Emergency Food Centre; the Community
Laundry Co-op; and Presbyterian World Service and
Development in memory of Rob Robertson.

We also supported the Refugee Committee by
collecting essential furniture for 17-year-old Joly
Mubiyaki as well as an arrival backpack with items
recommended by the sponsorship team. We have set
aside funds to purchase required items not available
through donations.

As always, thanks are due to those who have
volunteered service, identified and contacted
speakers, and all others who have assisted in our
services in a variety of ways.

ATTENDANCE AT COMMUNION

Traditionally, St. Andrew’s celebrates Communion
on the first Sunday of March, June, October and
December, and attendance is recorded.

Communion is also celebrated for most of the year
mid-week during the noon hour on Wednesdays.
Attendance is not recorded in the Annual Report.

As well, a Special Communion is offered once

or twice annually principally for those in the
congregation who might have special difficulty in
attending other Communions. Attendance at these
Communions is also recorded.

The COVID-19 pandemic meant that all Communions
were celebrated online except for the one held

Dec. 5. The Communion elements did not take the
traditional format. St. Andrew’s had a “Communion
Kit” similar to those used by many congregations
during the pandemic. The pre-packaged wine

and bread, along with grape juice and gluten-free
bread, were distributed by one Elder to congregants
before the service. Session decided to proceed with
this Communion format because the pandemic
conditions were favourable at that time. People
elsewhere were also able to celebrate Communion
that day because the worship service was online, like
all 2021 worship services.

Rev. Dr. Karen Dimock celebrated Communion on
Dec. 5 with the following number of people in
attendance: 61 (47 members, eight adherents and
six friends). Communion attendance figures in the
annual report, historically and currently, do not
include the minister.
